Congresswoman Speier and 
her family adopted a dog from the Peninsula Humane Society and they also volunteer at our shelter,” 
according to White.   
 
The award was presented to Congresswoman Speier during the 30th anniversary of PHS/SPCA’s annual 
Gala Ball event.  This year’s fundraising event raised more than $250,000 for local animals.  An 
anonymous donor provides a gift of $10,000 to PHS/SPCA animals every year in honor of each year’s 
Voice of the Animals award recipient.
